	Vetting document regarding clarification on GE policy guidelines
· This did go out for vetting for two weeks.  There were four responses, Donna West did contact Pam to give her feedback a day late but we have not heard from her.

· We are a recommendation body. The GE committee will need to look at this.  They did look at this yesterday and they have several recommendations.
· Jenn McNamara comments - Issues regarding the language behind the prerequisites.
· Number 11  isn’t necessarily needed. Whenever any guidelines move forward, the guidelines will be passed by Faculty Senate.

· As these guidelines are approved by faculty senate you must need to focus on which term it should be approved.  Approval by faculty senate speaks to the fact the GE guidelines show good practice.   So basically, they’re codifying good practice as opposed to instilling bylaws.
· Assumptions (in the revised section), part 1, sometimes assumptions are undefined.   Assumptions more of a historical term, therefore the design of a course should match the intent of the category.
· Move to endorse the revision of the general education course proposal guidelines, Second.  All in favor 10 – 0, none opposed. This will be moved up to faculty senate and hopefully it will be heard this coming meeting.
Graduate Coursework Policy Revision to Support 3+2 AND 4+1 Programs - 500 level courses 

· Two suggestions, under the second heading - “Matriculated undergraduate seniors in their final semester of undergraduate study may request permission to register for 500– Level courses to be applied as graduate-level credit.”  Should be altered to - “Matriculated undergraduate seniors in their final semester of undergraduate study coursework may request permission to register for 500– Level courses to be applied as graduate-level credit.”

· The bottom paragraph, “Undergraduate Students Enrolled in a Combined Undergraduate and Graduate Programs”, the third sentence and the fourth sentence should be separated from the second sentence, could use a bullet point or be separated.  
· 500-level graduate courses may not be transferred to another institution
· Students need to be matriculated into this combined program by their junior year -  what is the impact on transfer students?  It may extend their timeline, this could also be handled during advising.  Basically, you need to do it by your junior year so if you want the courses to flow in the right direction.  
· Move to endorse the revision of the Graduate Coursework Policy Revision to Support 3+2 AND 4+1 Programs guidelines, Second.  All in favor 10 – 0, none opposed.
