Review of minutes from April 23rd, 2021; approved
Chair thanked all the members for their service

Explained the final week exam policy was accepted in
the senate meeting except for students with time
conflict or have more than two exams in one day or have
an emergency and may request an adjustment to their
final exam schedule.

Noted changes in the final exam policy should support
lab instructors

Stated that adjustments should be made at least 5
business days before the final exam week.

The president requires keeping 10 days but those in the
meeting did not address this timeline. The reason for 10
days is to give all concerned an adjustment period
Noted the president has the prerogative to reject and
return the policy to the EPC committee

Suggested 3 weeks before final exam students should be
reminded by including a link to access the final exam
timetable and to ask students if they have any questions
Chair emphasized the role of EPC is to make
recommendations
