2. Applicant’s CV including a list of all courses taught
3. A full set of CTEs for the two years of courses taught prior to application
4. Three letters of support from students (to be sent directly to FDC)
5. A description (limit: 1250 words) of the new course(s) and supporting information
6. A description (limit: 250 words) of how the new course fits into department and other Cortland programs
7. A statement (if needed, limit: 100 words) explaining issues of curricular overlap
8. A draft of the course syllabus (or course syllabi)
9. A budget for projected travel costs
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
