NCATE Executive Steering Committee Meeting Minutes
July 9, 2009

3:00pm – 4:30pm

The meeting was called to order at 3:07pm by committee chair, G. Porter.

I.  Accept Agenda:  The agenda for this meeting was adopted without modification.
II. Approve Minutes:  June 4, 2009 minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
III. Old Business:  
a. Sub-committee Status Reports/Action Items/Updated Membership Rosters:  Dean Mattingly and Carol VanderKarr both indicated that there was no progress on their standards sub- committees, as meetings were suspended until the Fall semester begins and faculty members return from break.
b. Update on new NCATE/TEAC accreditation plan:  Dean Porter once again reviewed the documents he had distributed in the June 2009 meeting, outlining what prompted the changes to the accreditation process, as well as the highlights of the new accreditation proposal.  He also spoke about the need to foster collaborative links between schools of education and schools of arts and sciences.  Discussion ensued with regard to Transformation Initiatives and what NCATE expectations might be.  We discussed whether or not it would be advisible, considering our current state of readiness to pursue reaccreditation, to undertake a transformation initiative such as areas of high need teacher preparation (Math, Science, Technology, LOTE) or to expand the scope of current programming unique to SUNY Cortland, such as C.U.R.E.  It was decided that a sub-committee consisting of G. Porter, C. Van Der Karr, M. Barduhn, and D. Farnsworth would contact NCATE to determine what the exact expectations would be for reaccreditation under the Transformation Initiative option.  The committee will report back to the steering committee at the August meeting.
c. Review status of SPA Data Requests-Merle Canfield report that most programs and departments have made requests for data in support of identified assessments and that IR has responded to almost all of these requests with the appropriate data.  A list of programs and departments that have not yet requested data will be given to the three deans for follow-up action.
d. Review status of proposal to purchase Task Stream as our Unit Assessment/Data Repository:  It was reported that a contract is being prepared for signature to secure the Task Stream program.  Dean Mattingly spoke about a concern that providing this service free of charge to all students carried an inequity for those students who have been paying for the service on their own for the past two (2) years.  Both the provost and the dean of education pointed out that there is no way to correct that inequity after the fact, and so it would be treated as ‘water under the bridge’.  There will be some kind of announcement to the college community, once the contract is executed. 
e. Review 2009/2010 NCATE Budget-Corrected:  Time did not allow for discussion of this item.  It will be carried forward to the next agenda.
f. Discussion Exec. Committee representation at the annual NCATE conference in Washington, D.C.:  The following individuals/representatives will be assigned to attend this conference in September 2009:  M. Barduhn, D. Farnsworth, J. Cottone, S. Cunningham, K. Hempson, B. Mattingly, A. Pagano, D. Smukler, G. Wood, New Asst. Provost for Teacher Education (TBD).

g. Dean Porter was given a round of applause for his service, guidance, and leadership with regard to NCATE Reaccreditation.  This will be his last meeting.
