III. Old Business:  
a. Task Stream Roll Out Plans Update:  Not discussed

e. Conversation with Margie Crutchfield on Program Reports.   M. Barduhn updated the committee on our 10/9/09 conversation with M. Crutchfield regarding the number of SPA reports to be submitted to NCATE/SPA’s in February, 2010.  We will be submitting a total of 24 reports, some of which may be linked with other undergraduate or graduate programs using exactly the same assessments.  D. Farnsworth will be working to develop the chart for submission to NCATE.  Our chart will then be used to upload the appropriate SPA templates to the AIMS/PRS system.                                                                                                 
f. Discussion- Reaccreditation Approach-TEC Voting Membership and E-Vote Readiness:  D. Farnsworth updated the committee regarding the status of the identification of voting members of the TEC.  All voting positions have been identified and representatives are being identified to serve in those slots.  We will be sending out an e-ballot to voting members this Friday on our preferred pathway for the current cycle.
IV. New Business:
a. Amy Henderson-Harr-Update to committee of Quality Circle Review Process:  Amy reviewed the characteristics of Quality Circle Review for the committee and indicated that this should be an extremely effective method of reviewing our SPA Report submissions.  There was also discussion of how best to let the spa writers know that they need to participate in the review process.  D. Farnsworth indicated that spa writers were notified at the spa writers’ group presentation on Oct. 5th and that the message will be reinforced several more times before the actual date of the review (12/5/09).
b. Confidentiality Discussion:  M. Barduhn reviewed with the committee the need to maintain confidentiality of issues discussed at the Exec. Steering Committee meetings so that misunderstandings and incorrect information do not become a disunifying process or lead to disenfranchisement of stakeholders.
c. Electronic Exhibits and NCATE Technology Group-Update on BOE team technology needs:  M. Barduhn informed that committee that she has consulted with M. Crutchfield and E. Caffarella regarding the tech needs of the members of the BOE while here on campus.  It was decided that this would be discussed with the Chair of the BOE prior to the visit, as needs will differ based on the make-up of the team.
