The meeting was called to order at 3:07PM by M. Barduhn, Chair.  Marley then updated the committee on several initiatives:

· All minutes from the NCATE Executive Steering Committee and the Teacher Education Council for the Fall 2009 semester have now been posted to the Provost’s Website for public consumption.

· Some preliminary feedback from those who participated in the Quality Circle Review Process was reviewed:  it would have been helpful to review SPA Program Report Templates with the reviewers prior to the event as there was some confusion over template limitations, etc., and some correspondence from A. Lachance of the Childhood/Early Childhood Education Department was also reviewed.  Andrea has been given feedback from Kim Rombach, the writer of the MST Childhood Program Report , that the QC Review Process was very helpful and productive and should be embraced by the other SPA Program Report writers from Childhood/Early Childhood.  To that end< Andrea asked whether it would be possible to reconvene one or two of the circles to review the Program Submissions from ACEI and NAEYC, once completed.  The steering committee thought that it may be possible to get some of the reviewers together on a voluntary basis in order to review these two program reports.  
· The NCATE Executive Steering Committee will not meet for the 12/22 and 12/29 meeting dates but will meet each week in January 2010.

· Marley asked that all data needed for the SPA Program Reports be out to the writers by February 12, 2010.  She asked that S. Cunningham and D. Farnsworth draft an email for approval by the Deans and her notifying all SPA writers of this fact so that OIRA will not be inundated with requests for all kinds of data.  We will disseminate data based on what most departments have previously required:  NYSTACE, fall ’09 STEs and Fall 09 GPAs.
· Due to the fact that the NCATE SPA submission deadline has been moved back to March 15, 2010 it is necessary to revise the NCATE Timeline once again.  Also the SPA Program Report Approval Transmittal Slip needs to be modified.

a.
