MINUTES

I.  Approve Meeting Agenda:  Agenda was approved without modification or addition.
II. Approve Meeting Minutes from May 18, 2010:  Minutes were approved without modification or addition. 
III. Old Business

a. Review the aggregated survey of data element needs from the Standards 1, 2, and 5 Sub-committees:  D. Farnsworth reviewed a composite survey that was compiled from the documents he received from the standards chairs for Standard 1, 2, and 5.  The committee discussed the fact that the survey needed to have some unifying factor, as well as a page of instructions for completing the tables that are included.  Modifications were recommended for each of the standard areas and will be completed prior to sending the survey out to the chairs.  Marley again asked if the standards that have not requested data from the chairs were certain that they would have no need of polling the chairs as further surveys/requests would be highly discouraged.  S. Cohen decided that her committee might have need of additional data, considering the fact that programs other than those who submitted SPA reports to NCATE are included in the reporting requirements for the Institutional Report.  She will take another look at what they have currently and make a determination as to whether or not they will need to participate in the instant survey.  As dissemination of the survey is time sensitive, Dennis will make all required changes and then forward the survey to the deans for review and distribution to the appropriate chairs for completion.  All surveys should be returned to the deans by June 19, 2010, concurrent with the submission of the annual reports. 
b. Deadlines for Draft Reports from Standing Sub-committee Chairs:  Discussion on this item centered on the most appropriate date for completion of draft documents for each of the IR Standards.  In previous discussions it was determined that first drafts of the standards would be due at the end of May, 2010.  However, as the committees have indicated there is a need for additional data and, as a result it was determined that drafts would continue to be due at the end of May if no further data elements were required for completion of the standard section.  In cases where there is a need for additional data, first drafts would be due in mid-August for review.
c. Results from the three ballots on TEC Issues:  Results of all votes will be forwarded to the Provost for his approval prior to be included in the TEC Policy and Procedure Manual.
i. Use of CTEs to support Standard 5:  Dennis reported that this ballot carried with a total of 28 votes cast:  24 Yea, 4 Nay.
ii. Unified Teacher Education Application:  Dennis reported that this ballot carried with a total of 30 votes cast:  26 Yea, 4 Nay
iii. Adoption of the Disrupted Placements Procedures:  Dennis reported that this ballot carried with a total of 31 votes cast:  26 Yea, 5 Nay
d. Discuss the proposed Assessment Retreat:  C. VanDerKarr, J. Mosher, B. Mattingly

e. Update on the proposed members of the Advisory Board:  M. Barduhn, B. Mattingly, J. Cottone
i. Review the Charge to the Arts and Sciences Advisory Board-Bruce shared that in fact there was never a formal charge but he reviewed what the council does.  It is a small group of approx. 15 who will meet twice a year here in Cortland and occasionally off site.  At the most recent meeting Bruce reviewed the college’s strategic plan.  The council was empaneled when A & S was the smallest school with a number of challenges.  Typically what the alumni will offer is feedback on programs, reputation, strengths and weaknesses, areas that we have not thought of, etc.  Bruce feels that an advisory group for Teacher Education would be easier than in Arts and Sciences as the focus is much tighter.  We will need to have a good cross-section of current and retired practitioners, etc., representing the broader education community.  When recommendations are received Bruce takes them to the provost for review and further action.  The TEC Bylaws specify that members of the advisory group to the Teacher Education Council are to be appointed by the Chair of the TEC.
ii. Review the Recreation Advisory Board Charge:  This charge was not available at the time of the meeting.  We will ask J. Cottone to provide it at the June meeting of the steering committee. 

iii. Linking the Advisory Board into our work:  Charge to this committee would then be to receive and recommend on program, policy and procedure, curriculum, etc.  They may also be advising our Master’s programs with regard to cross curricular needs for business, industry, etc.  At the end of the process it is imperative that we have a requirement for outcomes so that we are not just talking at the advisory board and they feel that they are providing substantive work.  
iv. Update on invitations to potential members-Marley reviewed  recommendations for members with the steering committee.  So far the only firm commitments are from Dennis and Ellen Wright, and Connie Filzen-Miller.  Other invitations to participate are pending acceptance.
v. First meeting of the Advisory Board will be on Monday June 7, 2010 at 3:00pm.
IV.  New Business:  
a. Discuss the advisability of a steering committee for the Teacher Education Council:  This is mandated by the TEC Bylaws.  Discussion was very limited due to time constraints but centered on whether or not the current executive steering committee for NCATE Reaccreditation might serve in this capacity beyond the NCATE reaccreditation process. 

b. Ballot for Poster session for the upcoming NCATE BOE:  Marley informed the members that the provost feels strongly that this would be an important event, setting the stage for our reaccreditation visit.  As a result, the provost has suggested that we put this issue up to a vote by the TEC.
c. Budget for the NCATE Reaccreditation Effort 2010-2011:  Currently in development and being worked on by Dennis, Sheila Gregoire, and Ginny Marty.  More to follow on this item.
d. Poll for meeting time of the TEC:  Dennis has published a survey of proposed meeting days for the TEC.  Four options will be included and the survey will remain open for the entire summer in order to maximize participation by voting members.
V. Other?  Celebration Party at Rena’s was discussed.  Proposed date is Friday, August 27th.  Dish to pass and your own drink.  TEC, SPA writers, Dept. Chairs, QC Reviewers, etc. will need to be invited.  We will send out a save the date invitation and do a reminder a bit later on in the summer.

A. Advisory Group to the Teacher Education Council

The Advisory Group (AG) to the TEC shall be established by a vote of the TEC and shall serve as a liaison between the Teacher Education Unit and the education community at large.  In particular, the AG shall provide feedback on issues pertaining specifically to teacher education and to education in the broader context.  Members of the AG shall be from the educational community outside the college.

The following guidelines shall guide the establishment of the Advisory Group.

· Members shall be appointed by the TEC Chair and Vice-Chairs in consultation with the TEC and shall serve staggered three-year terms.

· The Advisory Group shall elect its Chair, who shall serve as the liaison between the AG and the TEC.  Her/his responsibilities include presenting TEC initiatives to the AG, reporting AG feedback to the TEC, and presiding over AG meetings.  The AG Chair shall serve as a voting member of the TEC.

· The Chair and Vice-Chairs of the TEC serve in an ex officio capacity.

· The Advisory Group shall be composed of eleven members, who shall broadly represent the educational community outside the college.  They shall meet no less than twice a year.

· Meetings shall be open to registered representatives of the TEC and all members of the College community.
