Updates for Travelers 
CANADA-MEXICO LAND PORT OF ENTRY
RESTRICTIONS EXTENDED THROUGH 3/21

Entry to the US through land ports along the U.S.-Canada and U.S.
Mexico borders is allowed for "essential travel" only. This includes
U.S. citizens and lawful permanent residents returning to the US;
individuals traveling to attend educational institutions; individuals
traveling for medical purposes; and individuals traveling to work
in the US.
