o Met with Guthrie (Cortland) Hospital to discuss the possibility of our campus having 7-12
thousand COVID test kits available for students for the Fall 2020 semester.

e Announced that there are going to be a few virtual events taking place this weekend for the
students who are graduating, since there isn’t going to be a commencement ceremony this year.
